qualified ASA instructors for 

those levels), 203, and 205 lev-

els. 

 

We are now in a position to offer an opportunity for existing B-KBS 

skippers to challenge for the ASA qualification. No classes or on-the-

water evaluations are required for those holding the B-KBS Plus qualifi-

cation. However, ASA has a membership fee and exam fee associated 

with the exam that you will need to pay. 

 

To pass the exam, you can study the normal US Sailing  Series, Chap-

manôs, and the Annapolis School of Sailing book. You can also pay for 

the ASA textbooks associated with these exams. It is not required, but it 

is recommended that you buy and study the ASA books.
